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We opened locus 7.  It is a sounding level that sits below locus 6, covering the entire 2 x 2 sounding (except the SE corner where locus 8 is located).  We didn’t notice any soil changes or new features, etc., thus we set out today with the big picks.  We dug about 40 cm in the Western half of the locus and about 20 cm in the Eastern half.  

Hasip and I started with 20 cm levels but noticed that we were finding a lot more artifacts in the eastern side of the 2x2.  Hence, we divided the trench in half and excavated another 20 cm (whereby I should have changed the locus but I don’t think I realized how deep we actually had already dug in the sounding).  We looked at the profile of the 20cm baulk left on the eastern half of the sounding and noticed no real soil differences.
