L1-5: a bit more info, rather than just ‘fill’ is needed.  Perhaps ‘the third locus of fill, started b/c the plowzone ended and we reached XX soil’ etc.

JWS 1; ‘break between the early Iron Age and the Chalcolithic here at this site.’

( not iron age/ but bronze age!

“We divided the trench into new loci.  Most of the trench appeared to be the same clay baked surface.“   

( what are the new loci??

L1057: “This locus is what remains of the pit.  The pit had been excavated last year.  At the bottom of this pit are several boulders approximately 10 cm wide each.  These boulders don't appear to be placed there on purpose, as their existence may have been stopped the pit.”

WHAT IS ‘THE’ PIT?  WHAT LOCUS??  Are 10cm stones best described as ‘boulders’? What does ‘placed there on purpose’ mean??   Clarify his info..

L1058:” Basically this fill is at the bottom of the oven, although I would just call it fill.  Designated as a separate locus because of the remains of the oven wall which separate it from the rest of the trench.”

What is ‘the’ oven?  What locus?  Help us out here. Is it really the ‘bottom’ of the oven, or is it the soil directly below the oven? Be specific..

L1059: “remnants of the wall for the oven.  some large chunks of compressed clay, but no bricks able to be excavated complete.  Bricks do not appear to be visible.”

Again, to someone not in Area F or in your trench, ‘the oven’ means nothing.  You have to tell us ‘the oven excavated in year 2001 as locus XXXX.”  Is it the wall or the material below the wall?  There were no bricks, so maybe it is best viewed as the foundation of the wall of oven LXXX or the baked earth beneath its walls.

L1060: what locus is ‘the ashy layer’?

L1062: you describe the step well But you should mention that at its base you encountered a cobblestone surface equivalent to LXXXX from year 2000 (find this locus in the DB)

L1063: “this appeared to be a very small ashy surface, so we removed it as a separate locus.  No artifacts associated with said surface.”  Where is this surface located in the trench?  A ‘very small ashy surface… in the northern half or NE corner of the trench.’ Would be more helpful.

L1064:again, what is ‘the ashy layer’?

L1066:

‘this is the fill underneath the baked clay surface.  For now excavating a small portion.  This locus closes this portion of L1060.’

Ok, what Locus is ‘the baked  clay surface’?  What do you mean ‘this locus closes a portion of L1060’??  This statement begs for an explanation.

L1069: after you excavate this locus, be sure to fill out the ‘feature detail’ page with architectural descriptions..
